objection, the board shall waive that 
requirement during the first 2 hours 
of the board’s first scheduled meeting, 
and the board may waive that require-
ment up to the end of the 5th day of 
the session or up to the end of the final 
day of the session if the session is less 
than 5 days with proof of extraordi-
nary circumstances for failure to meet 
the 48-hour notice requirement and 
failure to appear before the board of 
review during the first 2 hours of the 
first scheduled meeting.

4.	 Objections to the amount or val-
uation of property shall first be made 
in writing and filed with the clerk of 
the board of review within the first 2 
hours of the board’s first scheduled 
meeting, except that, upon evidence 
of extraordinary circumstances, the 
board may waive that requirement up 
to the end of the 5th day of the session 
or up to the end of the final day of 
the session if the session is less than 
5 days.
